August 1 is
the deadline to register to vote and change political party
affiliation for the Primary Election.

It is important to note if your political party shows
“NPA,” you are registered as No Party Affiliation and
are not affiliated with any political party. Florida

is a Closed Primary State — only voters registered
with a political party can vote in that party’s closed
Primary Election.
